Requirements:  Students will be assigned to groups to create a PowerPoint presentation (approx. 10-15 slides) on one of the AP 6 countries.  Presentations should focus on current public policy and include the following components:

· Analyze and explain influences on public policymaking and implementation

· Address supranational and international institutions and influences on policies [including World Bank, EU, IMF, GATT, NAFTA, WTO] 

· Explain the current major policy issues [Include gender, ethnicity issues where appropriate in the sub-categories]
· Economic performance [unemployment, inflation] 

· Social welfare (e.g. education, health, poverty) 

· Civil liberties, rights and freedoms 

· Environment 

· Population and migration (immigration) 

· Terrorism 

· Corruption 

· Whatever is currently a major issue for that country 

· Cover all major events since 1990!!! 

· Compare your country to similar countries:  How does your country compare to others in the same “category” (i.e. developing country, post-communist country, etc)?  In which policy areas are they similar or unique?  
· Predict future policy trends for your country based on current ones
Additional Requirements for Maximum Credit:
· Use multiple sources:  Use the Kesselman book, Section 5: Politics in Transition as a starting point for your research, but you must include at least three additional sources (see my website for helpful links).
· Include a works cited slide, using MLA format

· Include relevant pictures, graphs/charts, statistics, etc to enhance your presentation.  

· Limit text to key points. Use the notes section for further explanation.
· Do not just “read” your powerpoint during your presentation.  Remember you are presenting!

· Remember: Your group is responsible for teaching this portion of the course.  Create the kind of presentation you would best appreciate as a student to help you learn the material!
· Your group MUST be prepared to present on the date assigned.  Failure to be prepared to present will result in a 10 point deduction per day of your total grade.
